SCALES/WARM UP (FOCUS ON TECHNIQUE)
NEW PIECES (NEW/TRICKY PARTS FIRST, THEN WHOLE TUNE)
MORE FAMILIAR PIECES (POLISH SPEED, TONE AND INTONATION)

PRACTICE GOAL: 15 MINUTES/S DAYS WEEK

THINGS TO KEEP IN MIND:

SMALL AMOUNTS EVERYDAY ARE BETTER THAN INFREQUENT LONG SESSIONS.
FOCUS ON ONE THING AT A TIME WHEN PLAYING A TUNE
WRAP A RIBBON AROUND THE SCROLL OF THE VIOLIN AND HANG IT ON THE

WALL WHERE IT IS EASILY ACCESSIBLE (THE AMBIANCE NOISE ALSO HELPS KEEP
THE VIOLIN WOOD “ALIVE”)

Thumb on the silver part
Head on the pillow (index finger)
Drop your middle fingers (so they “hug” the bow)
Pinkie on the tip
Do a little flip- do you have a fish hook?
